Wu Mei is the fictional story of Empress Wu'’s young life (approximately late 600 AD) when she is
chosen to be a palace concubine of Emperor Taizong. It was an interesting and informative story
telling about the life of concubines, the tiers of social status, the politics, the culture, etc. Unless a
woman was in the upper tiers, her life wasn’t very good; she was protected but poor clothing, little
food, and treated more like a servant than an entitled woman. Wu Mei was a strong, independent
woman who rose through the ranks to be acknowledged by the emperor. This is not your typical

story about concubines but an in-depth history about them in early China.

| studied Empress Wu in college and was always interested in her story. When | read the sample
pages on before release and was instantly enamored with the story. | pre-ordered and anxiously
awaited its arrival.l wasn’t disappointed. The protagonist Mei has an endearing narrative voice--
easy to read, and yet deep with insight that shows how she could (SPOILER!) eventually rule China.
